TV One (www.tvoneonline.com), a 24-hour cable network, is a television destination and brand designed specifically for African American adults, offering a broad range of real-life and entertainment programming that authentically reflects African American life, history and culture. In Dec. 2008, the company also launched TV One-High Def, a simulcast high definition channel.
Our Programming

Featuring a unique array of originals including reality, relationships, lifestyle, entertainment and public affairs, plus popular sitcoms, critically acclaimed dramas, and hit movies, TV One showcases and celebrates African American culture and achievement.  TV One’s programming includes a combination of beloved classic and recent comedy series such as Martin, Good Times, Living Single, A Different World, and The Jefferson’s; top-notch recent and classic movies; and original entertainment and real-life programming designed to showcase the African American experience, including popular culture, traditions, issues and new trends. TV One’s original programming includes popular reality series R&B Divas Atlanta and R&B Divas LA, which features the personal and professional journeys of former R&B stars as they seek to reclaim their place in the spotlight; original scripted sitcom The Rickey Smiley Show starring nationally syndicated radio personality Rickey Smiley; the return of TV One’s first original scripted series, the sexy sitcom Love That Girl!; and the NAACP Image Award-winning music bio series Unsung, which celebrates the lives and careers of successful artists or groups who, despite great talent, over the years have been under-recognized or under-appreciated. Original programming specials also includes TV One on One with Cathy Hughes, featuring interviews with some of the most intriguing and newsworthy public figures and celebrities in America today; the new daily live public affairs series, News One Daily, that focuses on issues critical to African Americans and the spoken word variety series Verses & Flow, hosted by Omari Hardwick and engineered by Lexus.

Where We Are

TV One is headquartered in Silver Spring, MD.  As of June 2013, the network is available in more than 57.1 million households. TV One is available nationally as part of DirecTV’s most widely distributed package and is available on cable systems in 73 of the top 75 African American markets.
Why We Launched in January 2004
The African American market is one of the most underserved demographic groups with respect to targeted television programming.  African Americans comprise 13% of the population and had aggregate buying power of more than $900 billion in 2010, larger than the entire economies of all but fourteen countries in the world. African Americans are 40% of the multicultural population yet represent 62% of multicultural consumer spending. At nearly $4 billion annually, cable television constitutes the largest entertainment expenditure in African American households.  

Our Owners

Radio One, the largest radio broadcaster primarily targeting African American and urban listeners, and Comcast Corporation, the nation’s largest cable operator, are the major investors in TV One.  Comcast serves 21 of the top 25 markets, where 50% of African Americans reside.  Radio One owns and/or operates 53 radio stations in 16 urban markets.  Radio One owns just over 50 percent of TV One and is the managing partner.

Alfred Liggins, Chairman
Alfred C. Liggins, III is chairman, president and CEO of TV One and has been the president and CEO of Radio One since January 1997.   He took over day-to-day operations of Radio One in 1994, accelerating Radio One's growth with the acquisitions of WKYS-FM Washington in 1994 and two FM stations in Atlanta in 1995 and 1997. By the time the company filed its application to go public in May 1999; Liggins had negotiated deals to acquire another 17 stations, making Radio One the largest urban broadcaster in the nation.  Liggins has grown Radio One into a major multimedia company focusing on the urban market, with 53 radio stations located in 16 major cities markets in the United States. Additionally, Radio One owns Magazine One, Inc. (d/b/a Giant Magazine) (www.giantmag.com), interests in TV One, LLC (www.tvoneonline.com); Reach Media, Inc. (www.blackamericaweb.com), owner of the Tom Joyner Morning Show and other businesses associated with Tom Joyner; and Interactive One, the #1 African-American digital platform - super-serving more than 15 million monthly users through outlets including the premier social media site Black Planet, and newsone.com.
